Concluding Remarks by Congress President
- Friends,

We have come to the end of our Eighty-third plenary session. The
discussions on the Resolutions have been meaningful and constructive.
Their thrust has found wide acceptance. Many of you have made useful
suggestions. What is important now is for all of us to carry the message of
these Resolutions across the country.

It is absolutely essential now that we confront our political opponents
aggressively. Our Congress-led UPA government has accomplished a great
deal in the last six and a half years and we have every reason to be proud of
our record. This is a record that stands out distinctively when compared
to what the NDA did during its time. Nothing can detract from our solid
accomplishments. It is our duty to propagate them amongst the people. It
is also our duty to effectively counter the blatantly baseless and completely
unfounded accusations being levelled by the Opposition, particularly, the
BJP.

In his comprehensive speech this morning, the Prime Minister has laid out
in clear detail our government’s agenda in different areas. Let me reiterate
what I said in my opening remarks yesterday. We will take the issue of
corruption head on and demonstrate, through actions, and not words, that
we mean what we say. I had made specific suggestions in this regard and
the Prime Minister has assured us that they will be taken forward.

Friends, our country’s striking achievements in the past few years are the
achievements of our farmers, our workers, our scientists and our
entrepreneurs. It is important to keep the environment conducive for such
achievements, for the spirit of human enterprise to prosper.

At the same time, an unacceptably large number of our countrymen and
women are denied the opportunity to lead a dignified life. The scars of
discrimination and injustice are still prevalent. This must change. The
Congress has to speak on their behalf. We have to agitate on their behalf
and, if necessary, reorient our policies on their behalf.

We will launch a Jan Jagran Abhiyan throughout the country to inform the
people about the achievements of Congress-led UPA government and
expose the BJP double-speak. At least one public meeting should be held in
every assembly constituency. The PCCs must take the lead.

Many of you have spoken about the manner in which our flag-ship
programmes are being implemented in different states. That is why it is
important every PCC appoint a monitoring committee to get systematic
feedback on their implementation. DCCs and BCCs should be fully involved
in this exercise in order to give our workers a sense of involvement and
participation. This PCC Monitoring Committee should submit an
assessment report every quarter to the AICC. In addition, every PCC must
ensure at least one session of all delegates is held once a year.

In states where we are in power, the AICC will set up coordination
committees to ensure regular and close interaction between the
government and the Party organization. Similar committees will be
established in Opposition ruled States as well. to bring about greater
cohesion between the CLP and the party organization.

A number of states go to election in the next few months. There is simply
no alternative to unity, hardwork and discipline. We will succeed but we
must not be complacent or take things for granted
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
